Bu duyguyu
hi¢ hissetmeyen biri, kayiplarini fark etmez veya bunu umursamazdi. iliskide oldugu kisilerin veya sahip oldugu
seylerin degerini bilemez, bunlari korumaya ¢alismaz ve giderek fakirlesip yalnizlagirdi.

Ote yandin, tam tersine, mutluluk hissini hi¢ yasamasaydi, bu yine olumsuz bir tablo olurdu ama hayatla
bagdasmayan bir durum olmazdi muhtemelen. Evet, kotl bir hayat yasardi ama mutluluk duygusunu
kaybetmenin etkisi, mutsuzluk duygusunu yitirmek kadar yikici olmazdi.

With Republic Day fast approaching, we placed special
emphasis on the figure of our National Hero: Mustafa Kemal
Atatlirk. We inquired into the many factors in Atattirk's life
which affected his identity, and reflected on how much we
think they affected him. We first did some research and learnt
more facts about Atatlirk, his life achievements, and his legacy.
We did this by using the student-friendly sources in English
our teachers gave us. We used or information transfer skills to
list the facts we learnt about Atattirk. Finally, we used our
critical thinking skills and made connections to determine how
the different factors in Atatlirk’s life affected his identity.

Some of the really clever connections our IB learners
made are listed as follows:

By
watching videos and discussing different ways of communication, our students
developed their interpersonal and thinking skills.

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Later on, we introduced our caring IB Learners to our first
reader “Stories of Courage”. Through “Stories of Courage”
students have been exposed to a number of inspirational
people from around our global community. Students have
learnt about the personal struggles faced by Ana Fidelia Quirot,
Chico Mendes'’ fight to bring sustainability to the rainforest, and
the oppression faced by the citizens of Myanmar highlighted
through the imprisonment of Aung San Suu Kyi.

Spurring off of their interest, we further inquired about causes
around the globe, starting with poverty. We watched videos
from the United states and Brazil to have a better
understanding as to how poverty looks in different places.
Students were then introduced to the concepts of the poverty
trap and the poverty cycle, and reflected as to how best resolve
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this societal problem. While students showed a strong interest

in poverty relief, without a doubt our learners showed the most
interest in helping the environment. Our students’ participated
in debates and discussion about how to best help our world.

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GRADE 8 (MYP-3) ENGLISH

Within the scope of our MYP Unit 1- “It Matters” and as a part of the conceptual
learning process, our Grade 8 students have been focusing on globalization,
sustainability, and the human impact on the environment. Students have been
inquiring about the connections between man and nature, considering the actions
that help, and discovering those that harm the environment. As a final activity, our
students will propose solutions after exploring the most pressing environmental
issuesin the world. Through the differentinteractions with multimodal texts such
as articles, videos, reading and listening texts, our learners have become more
aware and more empathetic. They have started drawing reasonable conclusions
and generalizations that will eventually lead them to a deeper understanding of the
impact of our actions in our lives if we do not change our behavior towards the
environment. For further actions and awareness, they watched videos about real-
life situations and subsequently empathized with the global and local issues after

listening to people's experiences and ideas. QI
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Through the different tasks, our learners have come to realize that the responsibility of looking after the
environment does not solely lie on environmentalists/conservationists and that a lot of people of different
professions are very much involved in the issue. Our students read about food revolutionaries, what they do,
their ventures in raising awareness about where our food comes from, and how vegetables are grown. They
also discovered more information about sustainable farming techniques, like hydroponics and aeroponics.

Halfway through our unit, students reflected on their learning experiences and achievements. And to help
make thinking more visible, the platform Linoit was utilized in posting and sharing their thoughts and ideas
with the use of texts, pictures, and videos.

Recently, we have started our face-to-face lessons with our grade 8 students and we continue our zoom
sessions as a part of the distance learning process. So far, so good! Wishing you all good health and successin
all your endeavors!

Our learners took a closer look at oceans by reading about the ocean ecosystem and marine habitats. Our
students talked about the organisms that live under the ocean and how some specific organisms produce
energy thereby influencing the temperature on earth. They also discussed the importance of oceans for
tourism and transportation. They talked about the dangers of some human activities such as overfishing,
commercial fishing methods, accidental oil spills, and yes, the throwing of rubbish. Our students further delved
into more details about the characteristics of ecosystems by studying the stages of the food chain, the water
cycle, carbon cycle, pollution, and how the increase in population affects the supply of natural resources. Most
importantly, students researched, explored, and shared sustainable ways to help the oceans. They worked
individually and created the product of their choice.

Students shared their work with other members of their community on 1 October, the
International Habitat Day. As caring students, this activity was our students’ way of demonstrating their
concern for the environment.

Organik Tarimin Cevreye 8 Faydasi!

Organik tarim hem saglk hem de etik acisindan tiketiciler icin faydal bir secenek olabilir. Organik tarimin
cevreye sagladigi 8 yarar yazimizda sizlerle.

Tarim ilaglari ve Zararh Kimyasallar

Organik Ticaret Birligi, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’ndeki Uretimin organik yonteme ddnismesi halinde 500
milyon kilo tarim ilacinin gevreye karsi olumsuz etkisinin engellenecegini vurgulamaktadir.

Tarim ve bocek ilaglarinin kullanimi bazi ¢evresel sorunlara yol agmaktadir. Tarim ilaglarn bitki yiyen bocek,
fungi(mantar), bakteri ve zararl otlarda hastalik direncinin olusmasina sebep olmaktadir. Bitkiler Uzerine
puskurtilmus tarim ilaglari ve diger kimyasallar toprak, su ve havaya karisir. Bu durumun etkisi uzun yillar
strebilir. Suni kimyasallar, ortill bitkileri ve Grlin nobetini etkileyerek erozyon gibi biiytk sorunlara yol agabilir.

Daha Saglikli Toprak

Saghkli GrGn yetistirmek icin saghkl topraga ihtiya¢ vardir. Topraga etki eden suni kimyasallar, topragin
zenginlesmesine engel olur. Dogal toprak islemesi kimyasal olandan ¢ok daha iyidir. ABD Tarim Bakanhgi’nin 9
yil boyunca surdurdigi arastirmaya gore, organik tarim topragi ilaglarin kullanildigi geleneksel tarima gére daha
saglikli bir toprak meydana getirmektedir. Dr. Elaine Ingham, zengin organik bilesenlere sahip bir ¢ay kasigi kadar
topragin, 15.000 bakteri gesidine sahip 600 milyon ile 1 milyar arasindaki yararl bakteriyi barindirdigini



vurgulamaktadir. Ingham, kimyasallarin etki ettigi bir cay kasig kadar topragin ise 100 kadar yararli bakteriyi
icerdigini de soylemektedir.

Erozyona Karsi Direng

Bitisik organik ve kimyasal olarak islenmis bugday bolgelerini karsilastiran 6nemli bir calismaya gore, organik
alanin kimyasallarin islendigi alana gore 20.32 santimetre kadar yayilmis ylizey topragina sahip oldugunu ve
erozyon kaybinin yalnizca Ugte birine sahip oldugunu gostermistir. Erozyon toprak, besin saglama ve insanlik
acisindan risk teskil eder.

Kiresel Isinma

Rodale Enstitlist Tarim Sistemleri Arastirmasi, geleneksel ve organik tarimin karsilastirildigi Amerika’nin en uzun
soluklu galismasidir. 1981’den beri devam eden bu arastirmaya gore, saglikli organik tarim usuli, karbondioksit
azalimi ve iklim degisimin yavaslamasina katki saglamaktadir. 10.000 orta boy Amerikan tarim arazilerinde
organik Uretim gerceklesmesi halinde oldukga fazla miktar karbon gazi toprakta muhafaza edilebilmektedir. Bu
miktar 1.774.400 arabanin yollarda hareket etmesi veya 2.352.860.928 kilometre kadar yakit tiiketimiyle
esdegerdedir.

Suyun Korunmasi ve Saghgi

/
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Temiz su kaynaklarinin kirlenmesi ve buylk oranda azalmasi tehdit unsuru olusturmaktadir. Bu durum, bizler
icin oldukga korkung sonuglar doguracaktir. Amerika’daki nehirlerin tarim ilaglari, hayvan atiklan ve zehirli



glbreler gibi organik olmayan tarim yonteminden dolayi ne kadar kirlendigini gérebilmekteyiz. Organik tarim
bu zararli durumlarin olugsmasini engellemektedir.

Organik tarim, su tasarrufu agisindan da 6nemlidir. Genel olarak organik giftgiler, topragi dogru bir sekilde ve
malg tarimi (bitkiye saghg agisindan faydali tarim yontemi) kullanarak su tasarrufu saglamis olurlar. Pamuk,
geleneksel olarak yetistirildiginde ¢ok fazla sulama islemine ihtiyag vardir. Organik pamuk yetistiriciligi ise daha
az sulama gerektirir. Boylece, su tasarrufu saglanmis olur.

Alg Patlamasi

Alg cicekleri (deniz yosunu) insanlarin, deniz hayvanlarinin ve organizmalarin saghg lizerinde olumsuz etkilere
sahiptir. Alg patlamasi rekreasyon, turizm ve dolayisiyla yerel ve bolgesel ekonomileri de olumsuz
etkilemektedir. Birden fazla alg olusumu sebebi olsa da, ilag¢ kullanimin oldugu tarimda siklikla kullanilan petrol
bazli glibrelerden yosun olusumlari meydana gelmektedir.

Hayvan Saghigi ve Refah

Bocekler, kuslar, baliklar ve diger tir canhlar, insanlar dogal ortama zarar verdiklerinde biyik sorunlar yasarlar.
Organik tarim sadece dogal yasam alanlarini korumaya yardimci olmakla kalmaz, ayni zamanda kuslari ve diger
avcl canlilarin bocek ilaglamasinin engellendigi tarim arazileri Uzerinde mutlu bir yasam siirmelerini de
saglamaktadir.

Organik ciftliklerde yasayan hayvanlar, hastaliklara karsi direngli olmaya yardimci olan temiz, zararli kimyasal
maddelerin olmadigi otlaklardan faydalanabilmektedirler. Mutlu ve saglikh hayvanlar, iyi Gretken canhlardir.

Biyogesitlilik

Genel olarak, bir giftlikte daha fazla biyolojik gesitlilik varsa
ciftlik o kadar strekli olmaktadir. Organik tarim bitkiler igin
zararli olan boceklere, hastaliklara ve kotl hava kosullarina
karsi direng gosterilmesinde blyuk role sahip olan
biyocesitlilige katki saglamaktadir.




Biyogesitliligin azalmasi, insanlar ve gezegendeki diger canlilar igin oldukga zararli bulagici hastaliklara yol
acmaktadir.
