FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT: PREPARING TO GIVE A MYP 3
PERSUASIVE SPEECH ON HUMAN RIGHTS VIOLATIONS | PHASE 5

We focused on public speaking skills, looking at the top strategies for public speaking. We learned about the
structure of a speech, and the DAFOREST technique for persuasion. We also learned about rhetoric and the 3
persuasive appeals: ethos, pathos and logos. We also learned about the impact of the tone of the speaker,
analysed visual rhetoric examples, and commonly used literary figures for persuasion (such as alliteration,
metaphors, sarcasm and hyperbole among many others).

We analysed speeches from exemplary speakers |, such as Winston Churchill, JFK, Malala, Greta Thunberg,
Barack Obama, and Volodymyr Zelensky to identify examples of the above listed rhetoric appeals and evaluate
their effectiveness, not only in speech content and structure, but also in its delivery.

We used our collaboration, critical thinking and planning skills to work in pairs and prepare speeches about
children's rights. We had the chance to present our speeches to our classmates, who used their reflective skills to
assess our performance and use constructive peer feedback following the PPP guidelines.

We analysed the visual rhetoric elements in posters to answer the question "What stylistic choices can we make
to communicate ideas about Human Rights?"

We also had the chance to use our critical thinking and creative thinking skills in analysing the effectiveness of
video advertisements by Amnesty International, later preparing our own ads and presenting them to our

classmates.

We finally revised all the strategies we learned and
reflected on them to answer the conceptual
questions of the MYP unit:

For
the speech, we took on the role of activists
in a conference addressing an audience of
world leaders to urge them to take action
against these violations.

We did our speeches at the MPH, in order to
give the experience more of a 'conference
feeling', and we dressed formally for such an
important occasion.

on December 10th, as it commemorates the day in 1948 H
the United Nations General Assembly adopted the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights. By being aware |
of our rights and the laws that protect them, we as IB
